Sometimes a web page contains so much informatatrittwon't all fit on your screen. When that
is the case, you will see a scroll bar on the rgithé and sometimes on the bottom of the window.
A scroll bar is a gray bar that has an arrow ahesnd, and a small gray square, called a "slider."
As the "slider" is moved up and down on a sidelkbe, or left and right on a bottom scroll bar,
you will see other parts of the page you are waykm
