Each of these is a different search.

Title Keyword : this search examines the

title of each book, and tries to match it

with one of your keyword terms.

Author Browse: This search takes the

last name, and then the first name. It

then searches for them through the

names of all the authors contained in the

library system.

Subject Keyword: Do you have a conversation topic you'd like tadeip on? The term used when
verbally discussing things is “topic”, and whenrsbang it's the “Subject”. Enter a term in heredamou’ll
get a list of books that have anything to do witlurykeywords.

There are other fields on the searches webpagéhéyutequire a better understanding of both tistesy
and what you are searching for.

This is the difference between “Subject” and “Title
A title search will return information based on titkes of books & the dust jacket cover.
A “Subject” search will return information basedwhat the book is about.

While these two searches can and will overlap siofioemation, each one will return slightly differteinfo.
Try searching for “pizza”

Under “Subject Keyword” you'll get all sorts of bke— some on baking pizza, some on fictional storie
about the pizza industry.

Under “Title Keyword” you'll get even more booksciuding a philosophy book with a chapter titlece“B
cool to the pizza dude”

One way to narrow a search is to introduce an esdaach term.

Search for “Spider brown recluse”, first as a tkéyword, and then as a subject keyword.

The subject keyword search will return 2 spiderksoabout Brown Recluse spiders specifically.

The title search returns 2 books, each of whicly amke passing mention about brown recluse spiders.

In general, you'll use subject keywords for toppé¢conversation
And you’ll use title keywords for book titles

The author browse is relatively simple. It's vearficular, and tries to help if you make a spelimigtake
by offering strange alternatives.

It takes the last name of an author, a comma attie first name.

It'll return a list of authors that resemble thetlaame & first name you typed in

Big search engines online, likétp://www.google.conwork mainly through subject keyword searches.
Wrlsweb library catalog searches &gy refined searches with many options.

A google search is much easier; there is no titleauthor search.

Everything is merely a “subject keyword”

This would be a nightmare in a library system, foutcataloguing the internet, subject keywordsaaritée
sufficient.
